Policy 2005.2 – Policy on  Honoraria
Honoraria may be paid to all invited faculty for a MSSNY program. No other payment shall be given to the director of the activity, planning committee members, teachers or authors, joint sponsor, or any others involved with the supported activity.

The amount of honoraria should be reasonable and should depend on the following criteria:

a) Importance of presenter to the educational goals and objectives of the program; 
b) Reputation and CV of proposed faculty member(s);
c) Time away required from home institution to join faculty of program;
d) Funds available from grants and/or institution;
e) Possible effect on honoraria for other faculty;
f) Payment to faculty to be made only after program and only by accredited provider or joint sponsor, regardless of source of funding;
g) Reimbursement to faculty may be made for reasonable out of pocket expenses for travel, lodging and meals on receipt of itemized receipts; If faculty are listed on the agenda as facilitating or conducting a presentation or session, but participate in the remainder of an educational event as a learner, their expenses can be reimbursed and honoraria can be paid for their teacher role only. The provider may not use commercial support to pay for travel, lodging, honoraria, or personal expenses for non-teacher of a CME activity. The provider may use commercial support to pay for travel, lodging, honoraria, or personal expenses for bona fide employees and volunteers of the provider, joint sponsor or educational partner
h) The CME accredited program(s) for which honoraria are paid must be compliant with all MSSNY policies for accreditation;
i) Amount of honoraria to be within reasonable amounts to be determined by the CME Committee consistent with relevant institutional policy;
j) All payment to faculty should be made within 30 days of activity.

When exceptions are proposed they are to be approved by the number of committee members that the committee determines to be appropriate. 

The amount of honoraria should not be influenced by representatives of industry or other financial contributors to activities
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
