Policy 2000.1 – Determining Intra-State (MSSNY) versus National (ACCME) Accreditation Status
MSSNY’s CME providers should consider national accreditation and will be urged to seek such accreditation from the ACCME if they meet the following requirements:

1. They intend to regularly* provide CME beyond their local area (New York State and contiguous states) as part of their mission

and/or

2. They regularly* attract an audience of physicians greater than 30%** of whom are from areas outside of the program’s local area (New York and contiguous states)

*“Regularly” will be assessed retrospectively at the end of a program’s accreditation period.  CME providers should consider ACCME accreditation if they exceed the 30% level in at least half of the current period of accreditation (i.e. 2 years out of the 4 year period).

** greater than 30% should be defined as the percentage of credit hours provided to physician attendees from outside New York State and surrounding states and not simply the percentage of physician attendees from outside the local area.
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
