Expenses for Survey Team

Any expenses incurred by the Survey Team in conducting the Survey will be reimbursed by the institution being surveyed in accordance with MSSNY's policies regarding reimbursable expenses for volunteers within 30 days of the survey.  
Joint Sponsorship Fees

For non-accredited providers applying to have a CME activity approved for AMA PRA Category 1 Credit(s)(.  
$800 + $100 per CME credit hour for 1 time presentation and/or a Regularly Scheduled Series
$200 + $100 per CME credit hour for each repeat presentation of an original activity.
Submission of Fees   
Providers are required to submit payment of all required accreditation fees prior to the MSSNY consideration of an Accreditation recommendation. Failure to do so will result in a one-cycle deferral of the Accreditation recommendation. Failure to do so within that one-cycle deferral will result in a non-accreditation decision at the next regularly scheduled Committee on Education meeting. 

Miscellaneous Late Fee 
Receipt of an annual report for the previous calendar year after September 1st: monthly late fee of $100 from September 1st through December 1st up to a maximum of $400.  After December 1st the matter will be referred to MSSNY’s Committee on Education
