Policy 2000.4 – Accreditation Statements for MSSNY Providers

(use language in bold only)
The accreditation statement identifies which MSSNY-accredited organization is responsible for demonstrating the CME activity’s compliance with all Essential Areas and Elements and Accreditation Policies.

The accreditation statement must appear on all CME activity material and brochures distributed by accredited organizations, except on initial, save-the-date type activity announcements.  Such announcements contain only general, preliminary information, like the date, location and title.  If more specific information is included, like faculty and objectives, the accreditation statement must be used.

FOR SPONSORED ACTIVITIES:

Definition: Any educational activity planned and presented by an accredited provider in accordance with MSSNY’s Essential Areas and Policies.

The (name of accredited provider) is accredited by the Medical Society of the State of New York to provide continuing medical education for physicians.

The (name of accredited provider) designates this educational activity for a maximum of (number of credits AMA PRA Category 1 Credits(.  Physicians should only claim credit commensurate with the extent of their participation in the activity.

FOR JOINTLY SPONSORED ACTIVITIES:

Definition:  Planning and Presentation in Partnership with non-accredited providers. The accredited provider shall accept responsibility that the MSSNY’s Accreditation Policies and Procedures are met when educational activities are planned and presented in joint sponsorship with non-accredited providers.

This activity has been planned and implemented in accordance with the Essential Areas and Policies of the Medical Society of the State of New York (MSSNY) through the joint sponsorship of (name of accredited provider) and (name of non-accredited Provider).  The (name of accredited provider) is accredited by the MSSNY to provide continuing medical education for physicians.

(Name of accredited provider) designates this educational activity for a maximum of (number of credits AMA PRA Category 1 Credits(.  Physicians should only claim credit commensurate with the extent of their participation in the activity.

FOR CO-SPONSORED ACTIVITES:

Definition:  A CME activity presented by two or more accredited providers.  One institution must take responsibility for the activity.  There is no “co-sponsorship” accreditation statement.  Use the Sponsored Activities statement, naming the one accredited provider that is responsible for the activity. There is no policy regarding specific ways in which providers may acknowledge the involvement of other MSSNY accredited provider in their CME activities.
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
